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Dejan Bogdanovich was born into an artistic family; his grandfather, a famous Belgrade sculptor, graduated from the Academy of Fine Arts in Paris and there met Picasso with whom a long and profound friendship was formed. His father is a well known painter and writer.

He began his studies at the Academy of Arts in the University of Novi Sad, one of the most prestigious cultural centres of the ex Yugoslavia (Vojvodina), concluding his studies with the world famous violinist M° Viktor Tretiakov at the “P.I. Tchaikovsky” Conservatory in Moscow. V. Trtiakov said about him: “Dejan is a musisian of great refinement and artistry. Much of this is due to the originality and fullness of his musical ideas and to his complete control of every period in music... His deep creative feelings always communicate to me something new... Dejan is without doubt the herald of the new age of violinists.” 

He attended the S.Z.M.T. (School for Gifted Children) the only one of its kind and during this period won many times the “National Prize for Young Violinists.”

He made his debut at the age of 10 years and, at 17, played the violin concerto no. 1 by Paganini with the Dubrovnik Symphony Orchestra. Since then he has been soloist with many symphony and chamber orchestras such as the F.O. of Belgrade, The Zagreb Soloists, The Philharmonic Orchestras of Sarajevo, Mostar and Prague, the Vienna Yungh Orchestra, the Festival Orchestras of Portogruaro,  Kuhmo, Milano, and many others, playing most of the great violin concerto repertoire. He has done recital work with piano playing in Canada, USSR, (Grand Tourneé in 1985) Hungary, Cechoslovakia, Finland, France, Italy, Spain, Austria, and Germany. At just 19 years old he was lauded at the International Competition in Vienna. In 1987 he won the first prize at the Yugoslav National Competition for Artists. This prize has only been given to three violinists in the last 50 years and, after the transformation of the ex Yugoslavia has never again been assigned.

He has been guest artist at many international festivals such as the Kuhmo International Chamber Festival (Finland), Dubrovnik Summer Festival, “G. Maler” Festival, Festival del Veneto (Italy), Pays de Gex (France), Portogruaro Music Festival (Italy), “Casals” Music Festival (France) and the “Ciril and Metodie” Festival in Rome.

 During 2000 and 2001 he has been artistic director for the “Camera della Musica” concert season in Forlì (Italy) and in this role as director has roused  considerable success from the public and had favourable media reports. In December 2002,  also as soloist, he directed the Pesaro Symphony Orchestra in the Teatro Rossini playing the concerto for violin and orchestra by Richard Strauss.

For many years maestro Bogdanovich has worked with the famous teacher Zinaida Gilels right up until her early death. 

His great love of chamber music has brought him together with musicians such as V. Mendelssohn, A. Liberman, D. Asciola, J. Gandelsmann, B. Greenhous, K. Bogino, L.Pogorelich, T. Zehetmair, M. Kugel, M. Flaksman, P. Gaoloa, P.H. Xuereb, A. Balakerskaya... 

He has recorded for national television in Austria, France, Italy, Yugoslavia, Canada, Finland, Spain and Russia. At just 21 years old he was the youngest teacher at the University of Novi Sad (Art Academy). 

For many years Dejan has combined his role as soloist together with a close collaboration with the well known pianist Maria Gabriele Vianello, giving many concerts in Italy and in Europe. Among their appearances we remember the concert at the Festival of Feldkirh in Austria, the Veneto Festival (Italy) the concert at the festival of Cervo, the important international festival founded by Sandor Vegh at which have appeared some of the most famous names in classical music over the last 40 years. 
He has held numerous courses in Italy in Bolzano, Siracusa, Padova, Portogruaro, Venezia, Trieste, Salerno, and Pesaro.
